SIG HOMEWORK REVIEW
Governors in the School Improvement Group
(SIG) looked at homework books recently as
part of their monitoring role. They looked at
random samples of homework and diaries
from each class. Governors were very
impressed with the range and quality of the
homework, reflecting hard work and
enthusiasm from the children and support
from parents. The main area for improvement
that the Governors would like to focus on is
the use of the homework diary - children
should be noting their current reading book
and notes about homework, and parents and
school staff should be using the diary at least
once a week to monitor and encourage
children to use the diary effectively. When
parents make notes in the diary it is really
helpful to staff as feedback on reading and
homework. There were a number of
improvements identified, and these will be
followed up in another homework review
shortly.’
